November 19, 2001

The El Dorado City Commission met in regular session on November 19, 2001.
The following were present: Mayor Connie Phillips, Commissioner Ora Taylor,
Commissioner Betty Criss, Commissioner Brian Clites, City Manager Stan Stewart,
Assistant City Manager Gus Collins, City Engineer David Wagner, City Clerk Janet L.
Arnold, and City Attorney Mike Coash. Commissioner Brian Shepherd was absent.

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PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

C. Approval of the Engineer’s Fourth Pay Estimate dated November 15, 2001, on

Commissioner Clites moved that the Consent Agenda, as presented, be approved.

Commissioner Criss seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.

RESPONSE TO PERSONAL APPEARANCE ON NOVEMBER 5, 2001 AND
PERSONAL APPEARANCE POLICY DISCUSSION

Mayor Phillips stated that the City Commission has always desired and encouraged
public participation and believes that public input is very important to the process.
Before considering a policy, the Mayor, on behalf of the City Commission, responded to
the personal appearance of November 5, 2001 noting that she would prefer to continue
the policy of allowing personal appearances, with specific guidelines outlined. After the
Mayor’s response, the other City Commissioner’ s in attendance provided their responses
noting that they would also prefer to continue alowing persona appearances.

Mr. John Brickley, 924 N. Topeka, appeared before the Governing Body regarding his
previous appearance before the Commission. In his opinion he was treated unfairly since
he was not allowed to continue with the reading of his prepared |etter.

A few city residents appeared regarding the personal appearance policy. The generd
consensus was that they would prefer that the Governing Body continue to allow personal
appearances.
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A policy that would set procedures in place for the general public to address the City
Commission at City Commission meetings was then discussed and will be considered at
the next regularly scheduled City Commission meeting. City Attorney Mike Coash
stated the constitutional rights concerning commission meetings. He noted that the
public is alowed to be in attendance to hear the items of the meeting, but citizens are
only alowed to speak if given permission by the City Commission. Also, the written
procedure currently in place is basically the same as the proposed policy. The policy
regarding personal appearances does not limit input on specific agenda items.

KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF PARKS & WILDLIFE AND THE CITY OF
EL DORADO —SOCCER FIELDS

Mayor Phillips noted that the City Commission approved Phase | of the construction of
the soccer fields to be located adjacent to the existing Lake Adult Softball Diamonds. An
agreement is required for the City to use this property. This agreement is between the
State and the City that will alow the City to construct afive-field, soccer complex at this
location.

Commissioner Taylor moved to authorize the City Manager to enter into an
agreement between the City and the State of Kansas Department of Parks and Wildlife
for the construction of soccer fields and the continued use of this area for recreation
purposes.

Commissioner Criss seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.

AGREEMENT WITH KDOT-US 77 (MCCOLLUM ROAD NORTH TO
DEGRAFF

Mayor Phillips noted that the Kansas Department of Transportation had made a request to
make modifications to Main Street (US-77 Highway) within the corporate limits of the
City. Plans indicate that they are going to modify the intersection of McCollum Road and
north to the City limits. KDOT has prepared and provided the necessary agreement to
proceed with their request.

Commissioner Criss moved that Resolution No. 2357, aresolution relating to
benefits obtainable by cities under federal and state aid programs, be adopted.

Commissioner Taylor seconded the motion and it carried 4-0.
