Industryï Recently, existing El 

Dorado businesses ConFab, 

White Eagle Credit Union, 

McDonaldôs, Charleyôs Appli-

ance, Animal Care Center and 

OCI invested in facility expan-

sions or new buildings. Motel 6 

was established as a private 

brand. 

Sports Complexï The BG 

Products Veteransô Sports 

Complex opened in 2012, a 

joint project of the City of El 

Dorado, USD 490 and Butler 

Community College. The 

stadium seats 4,000 people 

and is home to the Butler 

Grizzlies and EHS Wildcats. 

Under the City of El Doradoôs 

Neighborhood Revitalization 

Plan, new homes are eligible 

for a five-year tax rebate of 

up to $250,000 of new 

appraised value on which 

construction begins before 

the end of this year. 

All improvements to residential 

real property built before 1970 

located within the City of El 

Dorado are eligible for the 

cityôs NRP. Under the plan 

the City will offer ten-year 

property tax rebates for 

improvements executed 

between January 1, 2016 and 

December 31, 2019.

USD 375 serves western El 

Dorado and the corridor area 

along Highway 254 to Wichita.

Oil Hill Elementary in El Dorado 

was completed in 2014. Circle 

High School in Towanda has 

recently undergone an exten-

sive renovation/addition. 

Student areas and adminis-

trative offices are complete.  

Butler Community College 

is a two-year college offering 

curriculums in many academic 

and technical areas. El Dorado 

is home to the main campus 

of this fully accredited 

ñsecond largest, first bestò 

community college in Kansas.
